Having retired
from Langston University as Professor
Emeritus in 2008, Dr. Williams had previ-
ously served as Dean of the School of Edu-
cation and Director of International Studies.
He is also known nationally as an expert in
the accreditation process, especially for
Teacher Education programs at the univer-
sity level. He shared the full extent of this
administrative expertise with PSC. Even
more impressive than his outstanding ad-
ministrative contributions to Philander was
his total dedication to student recruitment,
welfare and development. He recruited
widely for the College helping to increase
student enrollment and retention numbers
during his tenure at PSC. He bore the ma-
jority of the cost to take six students on a
two-week tour of China When the PSC
Track team needed the quintessential
equipment of their trade, running shoes, Dr
Williams purchased them for all team mem-
bers. The list of his generosity runs the
gambit from laundry money, to assistance
traveling home, to purchasing books and
completing tuition payment and funding for
awards for various student competitions.
