Global Membership  

for August 

The Oklahoma Global Membership Chair-

man has not been in touch since June of 

this year as the Oklahoma Lion has been 

on vacation and I have been a nurse to 

my ill husband.  So, with this issue, I am 

going to do a little catching up and shar-

ing it with you.  The Oklahoma Member-

ship is in need of some healthy rejuvenat-

ing .  First, let me tell you where we are in 

each district as of July 2019. 

In District 3E there are 46 Lions clubs and 

year to date 3 clubs have been canceled.  

Twenty- two clubs have less than 20 

members.  That is 50% and yet, it is 

noted that they have the district with the 

most population of all three districts.  To-

tal membership in district 3E is down 12 

members from a year ago.  Out of 46 

clubs could there not be an increase of 12 

new members---or more?  Make a com-

mitment in district 3E to bring in one or 

more new members per club in the district 

by January of 2020. Try it, I bet that you 

can do it and wouldn’t that be nice!!! 

In District 3NW there are 45 Lions Clubs.  

Year to date, no clubs have been can-

celed.  Seventeen clubs have less than 

20 members, that is approximately 43%.  

District 3NW have the least population of 

the 3 districts.  Not a good excuse as 

there are potential Lions everywhere.  

There are 39 less Lions than there was a 

year ago.  Cannot we close that gap 

some?   I know we can if we commit our-

selves to membership and put our shoul-

der to the wheel.  Make a commitment to 

do just that before January 2020. 

In District 3SW there are 59 Lions Clubs 

and there has not been any cancelation 

of Lions Clubs. so far, this year. Twenty-

five clubs of the 59 have less than 20 

members holding their club’s together.  

That is 42% and too many.  District 3SW 

is down 47 members from a year ago.  

Again, if 32 clubs could each one bring in 

one new member, it would go a long way 

to bringing the district back up and rejuve-

nating many of the small clubs.   This is 

something you can work for and then be 

glad in the difference it will make in re-

building your clubs.   

 Keep what you have, do not let others 

slip away unless there is nothing you can 

do about it.  Then add new members and 

add strength to your club as the change 

in your club will come from the members 

that are already there.  Just as there is a 

“keeper of the plains”, there is also a 

“keeper of the Lions” and that is each 

member of your club.  So, I cannot say it 

enough, “make a commitment to bring in 

new members to your club” and then DO 

IT!
